+ 1nterface RTCStatsReport

{ getter RTCStats (DOMString id); };
{ getter ALLIRTCStats (DOMString 1id); };

where AlIIRTCStats would use a new WebIDL feature requested for this *

typedef Al1RTCStats = (RTCStats || RTCIceCandidateStats); // etc.
